It is my pleasant privilege to present
to you the Annual Report of Christ College
for the academic year 1978-79. The year
under review has been one of peace, joy
and sweet memories, of steady academic
progress and of spirited extra curricular
activities.

After the summer holidays the college
reopened for the senior students on the
16th of June 1978. The First Year Pre-

We have 1144 students on the rolls of
the college, of which 672 belong to the
degree classes and 472 to the Pre-Univer-
sity classess.

of them are blind and can afford no medi-
cal treatment. These children have no one
to look forward for help. Mere lip service
to these children will not be of any help
and work has to be done at grass root
level to help these citizens of tomorrow.

India has the world’s largest child
labour force. They constitute low cost
labour resource and are therefore explo-
ited. The child, supposed to be carefree
and play games, is thus burdened with
responsibility and is deprived of love and
affection he is supposed to get. The fault
lies in us for abandoning the children and
neglecting the fountain of life.

While the more fortunate urban cou-
nterpart of the rural child goes to school,
gets medical benefits, he still lacks
spacious play fields and is confined to the
dirty, crowded and dangerous road sides.
The education the child gets fails in its
basic function to imbibe and promote the
basic values of life. It is mainly centred
upon his future job opportunities.

The child is born innocent, ignorant
of the ruthless world, unprepared to face
the difficulties he has to undergo. They
desperately need a promise of love, health



food and security from their elders. The
child has to be brought up with love and
care and has to be moulded up into a
useful member of the society. It is time
we rectify our faults and give the child a
life to look forward to.

The Fivel Gommitment of a Deicntist

fiwains Deioiee or Society?

—Ashok Waran’s passionate espo-
usal of his commitment towards the
scientists. This is 8 seminar paper
presented in the Science Seminar.

Through centuries science has occu-
pied a very high and an important place
in the society. Man has improved through
the ages because of science. |f man has
grown civilized through the ages. if man
lives in greater comfort today than his
forefathers did, it is because of science.
Thus science has influenced man‘s life to
a great extent. Men of sciene have there-
fore becoem an indispensable asset to the
society. The functioning of a modern
industrial society is unthinkable without
the tremendousy gains derived from and
steadily being contributed by science.

The scientists* duty is to establish
Truth and to pursue knowledge and there-
fore, | feel that his first commitment as a
scientist is towards science.

The pureman of science, as such is
concerned with the advancement of
knowledge and in his professional mome-
nts he takes it for granted that the advance-
ment of knowledge is desirable. | do not
think that men of science can cease to

regard the pursuit of knowledge as their
primary duty.

It is true that new knowledge and
new skills are sometimes harmful in theiy
effects, but scientists cannot profitably
take account of this fact since the effects
are impossible to foresee. The new tech-
niques to which it gives rise often have
totally unexpected effects.

We cannot for example blame James
Watt for pollution, for if there had been
no steam engines and railways the world
would not have advanced to this grant
extent. Although it has its side effects
it has served and has been beneficial to
mankind for so many years

The men who decide what use shall
be made of new techniques are not neces-
sarily possessed of any exceptional degree
of wisdom. They are mainly politicians
whose professional skill consistsin know-
ing how to plav upon the emotions of
masses of men. The emotions which easily
sway masses are very seldom the best of
which the individuals composing the deci-
sions are capable of. And so, the scientist
finds that he has unintentionally placed
new powers in the hands of reckless men.
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More often than not, these reckless psople
are more after power and are selfish and
seldom care for human welfare.

To see that knowledge is wisely used
is primarily the duty of the statesmen, not
of men of science.

The scientist may easily come to
doubt, in moment of depression or over
work, whether the world would not be a
happier place if science did not exist. He
knows that science gives power and that
the power which it gives could be used to
increase human welfare, but he also knows
that very often it is not used so, but in the
very opposite direction. Is he on this
account to view himself as an uninten-
tional malefactor?

| do not think so, | think we must
retain the belief that scientific knowledge
is one of the glories of man. | will not

maintain that knowledge can never do
harm. If | do so, such general proposition
can almost always be refuted by well
chosen examples. What | will maintain
vigorously is that knowledge is very much
more often useful than harmful and that
fear of knowledge is very much more harm-
ful than useful.

| will al¥o go ahead to say that the
scientist cannot ignore a discovery he
had made thinking that it might do harm -
suppose you are a scientific pioneer and
you make $ome discovery of grest scienti-
fic importance and suppose you say to
yourself '| am afraid this discovery will do
harm’‘, you know that other people are’
likely to make the same discovery if they
are allowed suitable opportunities for
research, you must therefore, if you do
not wish the discovery to become public,
discourage your sort of research, which is
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impossible because someone is bound to
ignore you and go ahead with it.

The scientists therefore on their own
do their best for the society. It is the
politicians who, for want of destructive
power force the scientist to work for them.
Ample evidences during the Second World
War can be found to support this view.

All the men of science who have
studied thermonuclear warfare are aware
of two superlatively important facts; first
that whatever agreements may have bean
reached to the contrary, thermonuclear
weapens will certainly be employed by
both sides in a world war. Why else
could the countries manufacture nucleer
weapons in such a large scale and even do
their best to go one up on their rivals in
this armsrace? Secondly, if such weapons
are employed there can be no hope for
victory for either side, but only of univer-
sal destruction involving quite possibly
the end of all human and animal lives and
almost certainly, failing that, a complete
reversion to barbarism. Radio-active
clouds that are caused due to nuciear
explosions are borne by the wind and will
not respect frontiers and will also ignore
the legal rights of neutral countries. What
| intend to say is everyone right or wrong
stands to lose if there is another world
war.

The paramount interest of man should
therefore be to preserve the existance of
life on Earth by preventing a great war
and also by preventing the misuse of
science and technology

The scientist of today is influenced by
those in political power. He hardly works
in a free atmosphere. He is constantly
pressurized to work according to the



whims and fancies of the politicians. ““Just
as a soldier, he is forced to sacrifice his
own life and to destroy the lives of others
even when he is convinced of the absurdity
of such sacrifices''. (As Einstein says)

Mankind can only be saved if we eli-
minate for all times the method of brute
force. After all man is supposed to be
rational in his approach, why then should
he use forceto settle issues when more
peaceful methods can be used? To achieve
this end, man must do his beat to be un-
selfish and must learn to live more huma-
nely with his fellow beings.

Let us not fool ourselves; we know
that most of the decisions about techno-
logy are taken at first hand by politicians
businessmen, generals and other socially
powerful people. All along we have come
across instances whare science was forci-
bly controlled by social powers. We do
not have to go far back in history to see
how the Church, which was a socially
powerful institution controlled the advance
of astronomy to suit their own theories
during the time of Galileo, and now quite
recently during the world war when the
scientists were forced to work under dete-
ntion to produce armoury for the men in
power.

QOur civilization has developed on the
assuraption that the progress of knowledge
is good in itself because knowledge libe-
rates, and by its very essence contributes
to the good of mankind. The scientists
therefore must pursue knowledge what-
ever be its effects. After all, the scientist
is in search of truth and that is most im-
portant to him.

As Dr. S. Radhakrishnan so aptly put it

“The purpose of scientific studies is
to discover the truth about things and the
patient workers in laboratories are as much
imaginative creators as poets and philoso-
phers. They are essentially benefactors of
the human race. The gifts of science helps
to make life fuller, wider, healthier and
richer in comforts and interests and in
such happiness as material things can pro-
mote’’. “If science is being perverted
from its natural purpose, if itis used not
for the happiness of mankind as a whole-
but for private profit and public destru-
ction, it is not the fault of science or the
scientists. |F THERE is chaos in the eco-
nomic world, if cows are slaughtered for
manure, if wool is used for road making,
if coffee is burnt and wheat thrown into
the sea, while there are men and women
undernourished and badly nourished it is
not the fault of science. If the politica)
world is anarchical, if scientific weapons
are used for destruction and human slau-
ghter elevated into a cardinal centre, itis
not the fault of science .

At this stage Dr. Radhakrishnan quotes
Einstein one of the greatest scientist of
all ages) ''The present troubles of the
world are due to science having advanced
faster than morality; when morality catches
up with science these troubles will end”’.
Dr. Radhakrishnan further adds ‘‘Our
progress is not integral if moral advance
does not accompany scientific achieve-
ment. The problem of our age is the
reconcilation of science and wisdom in a
vital harmony. 0

—Mr. P. Y. Chackoslams down on
the biological fantasy of cloning to
prepare you for the future shock.

The greatest biological news of 1978
was the creation of a test tube baby in
England. The details of this spectacular
scientific achievement came in the news.

The scientists behind this fantastic
discovery were of the opinion that they
were able to give happiness and meaning
to couples who were unable to beget
children. Well, if this was the motto be-
hind this, it was something great. There
are many instances where a woman fails

to conceivet The reasons may be Rh
factor, stiuctural deformity or some other

complications. The ‘testtube baby tech-
nology‘‘ really gives such ‘““discards’ a new
ray of hope.

Now the question is what is the next
goal of the scientists in this line? You
may think that this question is unwanted*
and of no relevance. But | am deliberate
in asking the question, because as in all
other scientific discoveries, which were
basically aimed at over all progress of man
but which were later misused to create

Likewise Henry Fonda
orany other great Hollywood filmstar is
not well known in the field of sports &
games. As already stated, my point is.
people will go for obtaining all these great
qualities in their children - in their test
tube babies.

This would have two direct consequ-
ence on the human society and culture.
When test tube babies are quite nearer
to the reach of people, everyone would
prefer it to a normal baby because Scient-
ists would reach a sort of perfection in the
creation of test tube babies without the
help of an “‘incubating woman’' - to be
more clear, Scientists would be able to
create the baby fully outside the human
uterus. Then, most woman would not take
the risk of labour pain. Thus the sacredness
of motherhood would be lost. That would
have a disastrous effect on human soci-
ety-certainly the beginning of our decline

When all the test tube babies, with
most of the ‘desired characters” were
created, the human race would come to a
stagnation point. This is again something
really dreadfuld to the mere existance of
human race, because when all are equal in
physical ability, beauty, intelligence and
all known qualities, there cannot be any
type of distinction or competition. No
two individuals are identical (or equal)
and variation is the rule of nature. This is
the biological clique, which forms the
foundation of not only our existance here
but also the history of human develop-
ment and culture.

Again the testtube babies could be
not only of ‘desired characters’ but also

gigantic dreadful creatures. For example
imagine a testtube creature of 20 feet
high and weigning few tons. To such a
a creature the normal human beings would
be mere Lilliputians. Man may be able to
produce testtube babies with ‘desired’ or
undesired’ characters, may be a better
creature, but never a man!

How the ‘desired’ or undesired’ char-
acters could be incorporated in a testtube
baby? The branch of science dealing
with the above mentioned aspect is krown
as Genetic Engineering. The development
of genetic engineering has far reaching
impact on man. The following discoveries
in cytology and genetics paved the way
for the remarkable advancement in genetic
engineering, namely

a) D.N A.and its double helical
shape

b) The occurence of genes in linear .

order in D. N. A. and their che-
mical structure

¢) the artificial synthesis of D.N. A,
and genes

d) the Genetic code and

e) the phenomena of central dogma
of genetics and Temenism

The scientists who made these dis-
coveries were honoured with Nobel Prizes.
The details of these discoveries are
beyond the scope of this article. The
magnificent discoveries of genetic code
and the artificial cynthesis of genes are,
in my opinion, the greatest events in the
field of genetic engineering. As we
know genes are ‘functional parts’ of
nucleic acid especially of D. N. A., which
is seen mostly in chromosomes. At
present a Geneticist is capable of giving
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correct information regarding a specific
gene, as in which chromosome it is
present, and at what exact position (locus)
in that chromosome it occurs and so
forth. (a technique commonly known as
genetic chromosome mapping) Since
genes are responsible for the expression
of a particular trait, it is possible now to
pin point which gene is concerned with
the development of a specific trait. The
artificial synthesis of gene further made
it easy to replace an undesired gene from
the embryonic cell. To be more succinct,
a test tube baby’'s gene compliments
could be studied in the first embryonic
cell (Zygote) stage and ‘desired’ genes
could be introduced. All these techniques
are not fully achieved at present, yet
within a very short span of time, | am
confident, that the scientists would be
able to do it.

The second line of advancement that
may be anticipated in ‘‘test tube baby
technology’’ is cloning. What is meant
by cloning? The simplest definition is the
production of a new individual from any
vegetative cell of an organism. Just as
we produce a new rose plant from a twig
of a rose plant, it will be having all the
charactersof that rose plant from which
the twig was selected. Of course cloning
is quite different from the propogation of
the rose plant.

Imagine an exact living photostat

copy of you or a mirror image of you being.

created. Defenitely you would be thrilled
to see hundreds of your exact ‘living
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copies’, petfectly similar to you in appea-
rance, size and characters and qualities.
Any vegetative cell of your body is a
potential zygote cell, hence could be
converted into embryonic cell by inducing
cell division. The further course of
scientific care needed for the complete
development of this embryo is exactly
same as that of the test tube baby.

What would be the impact of cloning
on man? As in the case of testtube baby’
when cloning becomes quite common
man would definitely be choosinga clone
for a child. Then who would be bothered
about marriage? Who would be bothered
about family life? Again human race wou
Id face a stagnation point. No variation,
no difference from the previous generation.
Another stricking impact of this would be
the "'temporary stayorder’’ to death. Ima-
gine all the people of the present day
continue to live on this planet for ever! Of
course you would be dead, but an exact
replica of you- the clone-would be there
to represent the ‘‘previous you''ll

Let me conclude this purely specula-
tive article, with a humble request to the
scientists engaged in the above mentioned
fields to windup further researches in these
lines, because, as pointed already, perfec-
tion of techniques in these fields would
destroy the entire concept of our society.
May be, | am wrong, yet | feel man can
survive only if those institutions or conce-
pts such as marriage, husband and wife,
parents and children and to certain extent
God and Religion are allowed to con-
tinue.

Doomsday - Today, Tomorrow, Never?

—Well then, Read on;

Jayanth Rama Varma slams down
on the eternal craze about the
doomsday from an economic angle;

The post Second World \War period
withnessed a dramatic growth of industry
and -a concomitant increase in living
standards all over the world unparalleled
in human history. But this period also
marked a severe depletion of non-renew-
able resources-basic raw-materials and
fuels; industrial pollution also become a
serious problem.

In this situation, the Club of Rome,
a prestigious international! body of public
and private business leaders commissioned
a report on the outlook for mankind. This
report entitled LIMITS TO GROWTH was
prepared by ayM. . T (Massuchussattes
Institute of Technology) team of systems
analysts under the leadership of Dennis L.
Meadows.

The crucial conclusion of this report
was that if present trends continue, dele-
tion of natural resources would, within a
hundred years, lead to the collapse of
industries and agriculture; lack of food
and health services would then wipe out
large segments of the world population.

This conclusion is nothing new -
doomsday predictions like this have been

made ever since Thomas Robert Malthus
published his first prédictions that popula-
tion growing in geometric progressions
will outstrip food supply which grows in
arithmetic progression and cause wide-
spread famine. What is new in Meadow's
work is its use of a highly sophisticated
computer model. Meadows analyses five
important trends of global concern -
population growth, industrial progress,
pollution, food production and depletion
of resources. These five factors are related

to each in several and complex ways.’

They also depend on various other external
pera meters. These relations hips take the
form of a set of several hundred simulta-
neous differential and difference equations.
These equations constitute the basic
mathematical models of the system. Once
this system of equations is set up, a
computer can be used to work out the
time path of the system for several decades
on the basis of any given set of assump-
tions. Meadows actually worked out
thousands of alternative projections on his
M. I. T. computer to derive his main result
““All growth projections lead to collapse'’.

In non mathematical terms, Meadows
argues that population and industrial
capital are characterized by what he calls
positive feed back loops which generate
exponential growth. i. e. the greater the
population or the industrial capital, the
greater is their growth and the greater their
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growth, the greater they become leading
to yet greater growth; growth feeds on
itself to become exponential growth.
On the other hand, natural resources
and environmental capacity of the
system is finite and cannot sustain
an indefinitely large population or
industrial base. Exponential growth of
both of them must sooner or later come
up against these constraints. The con-
straints express themselves as negative
feed back loops which become stronger and
stronger as population and capital increase
and ultimately balance and dominate them,
as resources, become scarce, more and
more capital is spent on procuring new
materials for industry leaving less and less
for investment in new plant and facilities.
Around 2020 A D. investment in industry
falls behind the rate of obsolescence and
the industrial base begins to collapse. As
agriculture and medical services are also
highly dependent on industry (for drugs
and medical equipment; fertilizers and farm
machinery) the decline in industrial capa-
city carries with it the decline of health
services and food production, the result,
of course, is famine and disease

Meadows conclusions have not gone
unchallenged. One computer specialist
commended that it was a case of ‘‘garbage
in garbageé out’'- if you put garbage into a
computer you get garbage out of it, the
only thing is you get it much faster. Nobel
Prize Winning American economist Paul A
Samuelson of M.L.R. argues that Meadow's

prophecy was not very much different’

from that of Malthus except that instead
of arithmetic and geometric progressions
Meadows uses differential and difference
equations. Another prominent M.LT.
economist Robert M. Slow characterized
as '‘the computer that cried wolf. Dr.
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Herman Kahn director of the Mudson‘s
Institute used his own computer project-
ions to show that even 200 years ofun-
restricted growth will not deplete resour-
ces excessively and that in 2176 A.D. the
waorld will be supporting a population of
15 billion with a per capital income of $
20.000 resulting in a gross World Product
of R 300 trillion, more than fifty times the
present figure.

It is important to remember however
that the doomsday brophecies are NOT
rendered incorrect merely by assuming
that there are vast undiscovered resources
of various natural resources such as non-
recurring increase in resources, however
large, is not sufficient to balance the ex-
ponential growth of population and capital.
They can be balanced only by an exponen-

. tial growth of natural resources. Meadows

tacitly assumes that there are no such
exponential trends while his critics assent
that such trends prevail.

One of the most important factors
ignored by Meadows is the impact of
technology. It technology grows at an
exponential rate the rate of productivity of
natural resources also grows at an exponen-
tial rate. The environmental capacity of
the system may also grow at such a rate
and pollution too may be reduced. In
such a case exponential growth of income
can take place without overshooting the
finite limits of the system.

Another important factor ignored by
Meadows is the price mechanism for
adjusting to scarcities. As natural resources
became scarcer their prices rise rapidly and
induce a search for cheaper and more
abundant substitute and also cause a shift
to less resource intensive methods of



production. Increase in prices will also
cause a shift in consumer preferences from
resource consuming products and more
generally from all industrial products.
The ultimate effect of this tendency is to
reduce depletion of resources considera-
bly.

Further the crucial conclusion of the
Meadows  analysis depends on the
precise form of the differential and
difference equations which from
the core of the models. These
equations necessarily involve a very large
number of empirical parameters and
reaction coefficients specifying the
exact manner in which changes in
each variable affects the other variables

The results also depend on the nature of
the lag structure built into the system.
These assumptions can be verified only by
a thorough going analysis of statistical
data which does not seem to have been
done by the Meadows Group. Even with
such a statistical analysis the exact lag
structure is hard to determine because this

and other dynamic characteristics of the
system often have very little influence on
its short run behaviour. Perhaps it is true
to say that the present state of advance-
ment of econometrics does not justify any
forecast extending over a period exceeding
5-10 years. Projections over a hundred
years ahead certainly fail to inspire much
confidence in their reliability. )}
