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Communication is vital to human beings.
One of the reasons that can make
communication impracticable is - distance.
History says it took five months to get word
back to Queen Isabella about the voyage of
Columbus; two weeks for Europe to hear
about Lincoln's assassination and surprisingly
it took only 1.3 seconds to get the word from
Niel Armstrong that man can walk on moon.
That's technology at its peak. The
technological revolution and the
communication explosion, has now made the
world a global village. Distances now simply
disappear. We have now access to anybody,
anywhere around the world.

Internet - which means International
Network is now riding the crest of this wave.
It is the single largest computer network in the
world.

Any individual, company or organization,
no matter how small, can gain access to a
worldwide market overnight, for the cost of
an Internet connection (usually $100 a
month). How does one hook into an Internet?
How does it function? To start with , one
must get a computer -usually a PC. Then you
must get a modem. This connects your
computer with a telephone system. Then you
will be given your "Log in " name and a
Password. Using this password and modem
connection number you will gain access to the
myriad networks around the globe.

Twenty-five years ago, The American
Defence department inadvertently created this
electronic commune as a way for military
researchers to make contact with each other.
Today the Internet connects around 20 million
users worldwide - and is growing at more than
a million users each month. Each day
hundreds of thousands of Internet users send
each other electronic mail, participate in on-
line discussions, forums or sightsee around the
net - all from their desktop PCs. Few of them
shop. Users prefer to barter goods and services
or simply give them away as a gesture of
digital brotherhood.

The world has now woken up to the mind

boggling potential of internet. Computer
experts say that the applications are going to
be so myriad that they are going to affect and
change our very outlook on life. The west is
already witnessing this phenomenon via the
Internet whereby the person can have access
practically to anything or anyone via this
computer satellite link-up. In America for
example , every business which has to deal
with people is turning to cyberspace. Now a
consumer can book an air ticket through a
computer message to a travel agency, listen
to his favorite symphony from a music library,
fix an appointment with a doctor through a
computer, access a restaurant menu and even
see a football match played in some distant
part of the world on his monitor - all thanks to
the Internet !.

Internet connects Universities, federal and
state Govt. agencies, professional
associations, commerce firms, unclassified
military systems colleges and secondary and
even elementary schools.

At present, the traffic on the Internet is
growing at a phenomenal rate of 12% a
month. Internet has grown from a small,
closed and highly specialized system to a
world wide network providing services to
about 6 - 7 million people across the globe.

Communication on-line services like
America on-line, Composure, Delphi, E -
word, Genie, and Prodigy all offer varying
degrees of access to the unifying Internet. But
their main concern and mission is to offer a
similar variety of information and virtual
community in a finite realm, and to make it
navigable by normal people thus making it
less complicated and more user - friendly.

India has now several significant networks
which can be accessed through Internet. In
Bangalore, the Indian Institute of Sciences and
the Indian Institute of Management have
Internet facility. Quite interestingly N. T.
Rama Rao's funeral was the first of its kind to
be shown through Internet. For Internet - the
sky is the limit.

The film was 'Mirch
Masala', which deals with an unconventional
opposition to authority, at various stratas of
personal and public life. While the film by
itself attracted a sizable crowd, the subsequent
discussion was also more intense and heated.
Standard assumption about empowering

—
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women were questioned and cast aside,
bringing into forefront new ideas and fresh
interpretations Apart from the more
conspicuous power opponents in the film, its
hidden manners were well brought out by the
participants.

To facilitate participation of the more
reticent members, an essay competition on
"working Woman - A house wife, who is more
successful" was arranged. While there was
enough scope for the competitors to take sides
in the topic concerned, yet what emerged was
a consensus opinion, that there cannot be a
competition between the two, their spheres of
success and influence overlap frequently to
demarcate so rigidly, which the judges felt
was correct enough. While Kumari.
Hemalatha S. of I PUC (CAMS) bagged the
first prize, Kumari. Sangeetha P. of II PUC
(HECA) secured the second prize. Kumari.
Preety Kurian again of II PUC (HECA),
bagged the third prize.

While some of the proposed activities of
the association could not be carried out due to
various constraints, yet the above functions
along with several informal discussions with
the members, made the association more
successful this year. There can certainly be a
hope, that in the coming years, there will be
more enthusiastic response from the students.

On September 3, 1995, a team of over 30
members left for Pondicherry to participate in
Spandan '95 a national level cultural festival
hosted by JIPMER. The Articullits were a
runaway hit right from Day One.

The haul began with a third place in
choreography, followed by four categories in
Indian music ( Best duet, best female vocalist,

best group instrumental and best instrumental
solo ) and best vocalist in Western music (
electronic ). In the Western Music ( Acoustic
Group ) competition , the Articullits finished
second.

A spate of victories for the Mad Ads
team secured fat financial benefits. New
ground was broken in mock press and twenty
questions at the Jyothi Nivas and Mount
Carmel college festivals.

His body half drained of blood, the boy
died two and a half hours later. From the
teeth marks, experts identified the attacker as
a great white Shark. In 1961, President
Kennedy awarded Miss. O'Neill the Young
American Medal for bravery.

Facing a shark takes courage. Few sights
are more terrifying for a skin diver than the
sleek form of an approaching Shark. The
animal comes out of the murk like some pre-
historic monster, zeroing in on its victim.
Powerful and swift, ranging up to a terrifying
60 feet, (18 m.) in length, they are utterly
unpredictable. Predators with an appetite for
everything from plankton to people. They are
the most notorious man-killers of all the
marine predators.

There are many types of sharks, like the
white shark, the hammer head shark, the tiger
shark, the mako shark and the largest of them
all, the whale shark. A typical shark is one of
the most beautifully streamlined of all fishes,
long and graceful as it cruises through the
water, torpedo-like in its whiplash bursts of
speed - but from head to tail it seems a
creature of pure evil.

The shark is actually a relic of the distant
past. It is a member of the ancient class of
Elasmobronchii and has survived 350 million
fierce competition for food and living space
without undergoing any major change. Sharks
have skeletons of cartilage. When sharks die

for days or weeks wihout digesting it. It was

they sink like stone. But they are so durable
that it often seems they will never die.
Whalers tell of sharks that they have seen
caught, disemboweled and thrown into the
water, only to swim straight to whales tied
alongside the ship and begin tearing at the
flesh. Sharks have wrecked havoc in boats
after being hooked, harpooned or shot full of
lead . In one case on record the severed head
of a shark bit of a sailor's finger. So sharks
seem to be remarkably insensitive to pain, but
they are equipped with the keenest olfactory
receptors and can detect blood or a dying fish
two and a half miles away in the water. This
has earned them the nick name " swimming
nose " .

All sharks are carnivorus. The lore of
what the sharks will eat is mostly misleading.
Certain it is that they are voracious animals
which seem to wolf their food with little
regard for what it is E.W. Gudger, of the
American museum of Natural History, found
in the stomach of a tiger shark - fish bones ,
feathers, bones of marine birds, fragments of
turtle shell, some old cans, a dog's vertebrae
and the skull of a cow minus the horns. One
shark captured off an Australian dock had in
its stomach - half a ham, several legs of
mutton,the hind quarters of a pig, the head and
forelegs of a bulldog with a rope tied around
its neck, a quantity of horse flesh, a piece of
cloth and a ship's scrager. Another, caught in
the Adriatic, had an even more bizarre bellyful
:3 overcoats, a nylon raincoat, an automobile
license plate and bits of a bicycle. Inspite of
this it has been proved that sharks are
scavangers only in the secondary sense.

Sharks just bite and swallow, and
apparently some can store food in their bellies

this outlandish ability, as shown by a captive
shark, that led to the sensational affair
celebrated in Australia as the shark Arm
murder case.

In 1935, a big tiger shark was caught and
installed as a featured attraction at a Sydney

aquarium. 8 days later the shark suddenly
disgorged a human arm - so well preserveh
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that medical examiners could make out an
identifying tatoo on it. They could also see
that the arm had been separated from it's
owner by a knife and not by the shark's teeth.
Following up these leads the police traced the
arm to an amateur boxer who had
disappeared two weeks before. His murderer
evidently had killed him for insurance money
and had managed to squeez most of the body
into a box and drop it into the sea, but the arm
would not fit in. The shark got - and
preserved - the evidence. The murderers were
convicted.

Sharks have always been considered
fierce and aggressive animals. Blood has a
maddening effect on them. A kind of wild
fury, called the " feeding frenzy" overtakes
the sharks and they charge in regardless of all
risks and against all opposition. If a group of
sharks is involved in the onslaught and one of
them is accidently injured and begins to bleed,
the others will quickly turn on it, tearing their
brother apart with the same relish they show
in devouring an anonymous stranger. Men in
the water are helpless during a " feeding
frenzy ".One of the troopship " Nova Scotia "
was torpedoed at night off the coast of South
Africa. A thousand men were lost many of
them persumably to the sharks. The next
morning a great number of legless bodies
were found floating in the water. The mote
marine laboratory in Sarasota, Florida now
keeps an International shark attack file. It
lists shark attacks in all parts of the world,
starting with the report of a Portugese
seaman's death in 1580.

Thus the shark has for centuries been a
dangerous threat for all the inhabitants of the
vast marine world. In any case, it seems
fitting that these members of the ancient class
of the elasmobranchii are considered the most |
dangerous of all marine animals. It
emphasizes once more the fact that these
creatures are different from other fishes,
travelers down a narrow road who through the
long millennia have evolved and fought for
their survival in their own particular way.

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Disease is the consequence of disorder.
Disorder is the outcome of indiscipline.
When discipline goes disorder and misery
will follow. Most of us do not eat to live but
live to eat. Human body like nature cannot
tolerate undue external interference. When

one becomes sick, one tries to find out
desperate remedies which very often cause
future damage to the system. The more
drastic the remedy is, the greater is the
damage and it becomes a vicious circle.

In this gloomy
situation, there exists a silver lining and that
is, Naturopathy, which bridges the gap and
helps man to seek health from natural
resources, ensuring a long and high quality
life. Then heart diseases, strokes, cancer
diabetes, arthritis, abdominal diseases and
other diseases of modern civilization that
kill and cripple the mankind will be
controlled and may not occur at all. Fasting
and consequent changes in our life style
remain the fundamental principles. Physical,
emotional as well as mental health, we
consider, will lead to a healthier and more
harmonious way of life.

not. Disease as such is the self purifying
effort of nature, proclaims Naturopathy.

Every acute disease is the result of

cleaning and healing effect of nature. If you
suppress the acute conditions by drugs or by
any other means, you are simply laying the
foundation for chronic diseases. All the
diseases from a simple cold to skin
eruptions, fever etc. represent nature's effort
to remove from the system some of the
accumulated morbid matter and some poison
dangerous to health and life. Drugging, like
whipping an already exhausted horse, is the
basic premise of Naturopathy.
Naturopathy believes that the germs which
initiate discease appear and flourish only
where morbid matter has accumulated.

Yet it is
beneficial, compared to drugging, which
only suppresses the disease and may give
rise to some other ailments. Naturopathy
works wonders on many, but not on all the
acute and chronic diseases. For example, it
is not advised in medical emergencies and in
serious dreadful diseases like cancer, heart
trouble, stroke, kidney failure and so on, for
which the modern system of medicine
should be preferred. Unfortunately,
Naturopathy has not been developed to that
level due to lack of research, resources
attention, dedication and enthusiasm. While
it cures many diseases and provides sure
control/ relief in respect of some of the
otherwise incurable ones ( as described here
in via a thorough cleansing /detoxification of
the system ), it also helps one lead a healthy
and disease-free life even during old age.
This is possible only if one obeys its rules
and develops the will power or self control,
especially, control of the palate that is eating
habits. Besides one has to have patience.
Suppose, someone is suffering from a
chronic disease, amoebiasis.

coverings give protection from the
poisonous drug for a period of 7 to 10 days
and administering the medicines which itself
cannot be given continuously, as it may kill
the patient himself through its poisonous
side effects. Hence these previously
dormant parasites come out from the cysts
and subsequently become very active and
multiply into a big army in a short span of
time.

Therefore, the disease remains the same
or gets even aggravated. Again one cannot
continue in life with such course-after course
treatment, as it is bound to have adverse side
effects in the long run. Hence medicines are
on solution, but rather a suppression. In case
of Ayurveda and Unani, the aim is to drive
away the parasites or amoebae from the
system through the rectum via morbid
matter, but this again cannot put an end to
the huge army ( millions of them ) even for a
long period, because the process and effects
are almost the same. Though less poisonous,
the method is irritating and if taken for long,
may cure other problems like ulcer, liver
problem, indigestion, diarrhoea etc.. If
viewed from the Homeopathic angle, it is a
trial and error game. You go on trying and
a time may come when your target is hit. Its
process being very slow, the medicine
cripples the parasites and makes them
ineffective as long as it is continued, but the
sooner it is withdrawn the earlier the trouble
restarts. Similarly, there are other systems
which have their own advantages and
disadvantages
~ Naturopathy works in a quiet different
way. It starts at the root and treats the
disease with cold water treatment like hip
bath, mud pack, stomach pack enema, and
gastro-hepatic pack (mostly cold treatments

on the abdomen). The parasites or amoebaim
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cannot thrive in cold, whereas heat is
conducive to their survival. Hence they start
dying or running out slowly and steadily.
Even the cysts are destroyed or damaged.
Thus, the breeding and growth of parasites
are restricted with the help of the above
treatments, fasting and enema, the entire
army of parasites is drained out through the
rectum in a period of 15 to 20 days, if taken
continuously.  Thereafter, the patient is
gradually brought to normal diet. In the
order of healing sciences, Naturopathy
stands first, but unfortunately it is practised
last after hopelessly trying all other medical
sciences. It is beyond doubt that nature cure
is a sure cure for a majority of the diseases
and though inexpensive, it is very effective.
In other words it is a drugless healing which
is unique because it has no side effects what-
so ever . For most of the diseases like
stomach / headache , asthma, high blood
pressures etc.. regular exercise and simple
treatment which can be taken even at home
are effective  Nature cure is curative,
preventive and also educative, it is also very
soothing and harmless, although it demands
a little sacrifice and patience.

Even after 50 years things are continuing
in the same way as they were before very
unfortunate indeed for the country and
mankind at large. If Naturopaths work
sincerely, without ego and with required
perseverance and enthusiasm, Nature cure
can do wonders. People may not desperately
need those over-crowded Allopathic
hospitals then. They will lead comparatively
disease-free lives. They will not need to go
to hospitals that frequently, as Naturopathy
has repeatedly demonstrated, prevention is
better than cure.

A healthy body is a source of pleasure
not only to its owner but also those who look
at it. Thus to possess a good, healthy body

and mind is a social and economic advantage
with Naturopathy.

Every medical field has its own utility
and significance, especially Allopathy which
is the most modern advanced and widely
accepted branch, having enormous and
extensive research facilities which set
standards while Naturopathy is the most
subdued or ignored science due to
indifferent, unplanned and insincere
approach of the most Naturopaths of this
preeminent branch who out of their narrow
mindedness have nothing substantial to
promote and uphold the cause of
Naturopathy. Sometimes a biased approach
becomes apparent from the action and
conduct of these so called promoters of
Naturopathy when one finds that even the
use of diagnostic facilities like laboratory,
ECG, X-ray and exercising equipments in
gymnasium etc.are discarded by them as
instruments of Allopathy while the said
facilities are, infact, the result of inventions;
extensive research in science for the welfare
humanity. Hence no single branch of
medicine has any monopoly or exclusive
claim over them. Nature cure is a way of
life. Unfortunately, in the minds of many
people, including doctors, nature cure does
not stand for any definite school or scientific
system of medicine and a number of
unqualified persons practising Nature Cure
are simply defaming it. In the interest of
patients, the time has come when nature cure
should be standardised in India in order to
give its rightful place among the sciences of
healing.
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
